Dear Parents,

The fifth and sixth grade class of 2011-12 has a space reserved for them at the Cuyahoga Valley Environmental Education Center (CVEEC) located in the heart of the Cuyahoga Valley National Park (Peninsula, OH).  We will leave Tuesday morning, April 24, 2012, and return Friday after lunch on April 27, 2012.

Birchwood School students have participated in this residential program since CVEEC opened its doors in 1994, and students have fond memories of their stay. Even though this may be the first time some have been away from home, the atmosphere among the students, staff and teacher (and parents that chaperone) has been supportive and the students soon feel “right at home”.

The interdisciplinary program focuses on the Cuyahoga River.  Students learn natural history and the concepts of watershed, biodiversity and habitat in the Cuyahoga Valley and explore the process of environmental decision-making.  

This optional program costs $200 per student and covers all meals (and snacks), lodging, use of the facilities and laboratories, educational programs and staff.  (The kitchen plans student-friendly meals, provides vegetarian meals, and special diet meals, but more about that next year.)
