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Avid Readers Club 
An Elective for Grades 5 – 8


How it works:

1. Each year books are selected from Birchwood’s two classics lists:

Classics (and Other Old Gems)

More Classics (and Other Old Gems)

Books are listed and described in four quarterly newsletters.

2. Each quarter students must sign up within one week after receiving the list. Students who sign up for ARC will be expected to complete the reading. 

3. If Birchwood has the book it can be found in the ARC section of the library. You may need to go to local libraries to get a copy. Half-Price Books, other bookstores, and websites such as Amazon or Barnes and Noble may have these books too.  

4. Discussions are held ~ eight weeks later, during the first few weeks of each new quarter.  Specific days/times will be announced.

PARENTS:  A parent signature is required each quarter that your child signs up. Students often need help getting the book and scheduling the extra reading time beyond the class reading assignments.
