
Math Syllabus

1st and 2nd grades

First Grade Objectives

1. The students will recite addition and subtraction fact families from zero to twelve.

2. The students will grasp basic conceptual ideas of mathematics.

3. The students will gain a basic understanding of the role mathematics in our everyday lives.

Second Grade Objectives

1. The students will recite addition, subtraction, multiplication and division fact families from zero to twelve.

2. The students will grasp basic conceptual ideas of mathematics.

3. The students will gain a basic understanding of the role mathematics in our everyday lives.

Content

The content of our math classes will come primarily from the students’ math textbook. We will also use a variety of workbooks, worksheets, manipulatives, games, computer software and websites to help clarify and reinforce the concepts and skills we are learning.

Scope and Sequence

The individual student’s pace will determine the scope and sequence of the math content. The students will work in groups with others who exhibit a similar learning rate. Special attention will be given to those whose pace shows significant variation.

Grouping/Differentiation 

Assessment is done in order to determine each child’s proficiency in math. Instructional groups are formed according to the childrens’ demonstrated abilities. Each child works with classmates who show similar abilities and rate of progress.

Weekly Math Facts Assessment

Knowing the “fact families” is the base of math proficiency. We begin each class with 5-10 minutes of practice with facts. First graders practice addition and subtraction. Second graders, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.

Wood Math Program

The purpose of this program is to help each student achieve mastery in grade level and beyond computation skills. This is done through repetition and reward. Once a child has demonstrated 100 percent accuracy in a level, they move to the next. The program is designed so that the child can work and move at his or her own pace with measurable success.
